Oak Ridges Moraine

Council passed amendments to various municipal by-laws to protect the ecological integrity of
the Oak Ridges Moraine. Changes included the Tree Protection By-law to reflect natural
heritage features, the Fill and Topsoil Disturbance By-law to reflect the landform conservation
areas, and the Site Plan Control Area By-law to require site plan approval for detached
dwellings and accessory structures. ;
